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From Purchase to Launch

Buy Accounts and Set Up Your Team on TLAC Online

Purchasing Accounts
e You will need an account for each teacher whom you want to use TLAC Online.
e Ifyou have coaches who will give feedback on teachers’ practice, they will also need an
account.
e Youraccount as a group manager is free. When purchasing your accounts, only put in
the number of accounts you’ll be paying for. We’ll add your additional free manager
account after you sign up.

Step 1:
Go to https://tlaconlne.com and click the yellow “Sign Up” now button in the top right.

Step 2:
For account type, choose multiple accounts for your group. For group name, use the name of
your school/district/network/organization.

The prompts to follow will ask you for your billing information to generate an invoice, so please
be sure to include the relevant invoice information for your group. You will also have an
opportunity to choose a start date for your subscription. The start date is when you want your
one-year licenses to be active for your group.

Step 3:
Enter the number of accounts you need. Bulk discounts begin above 25 accounts.

Step 4:

Choose pay by Credit Card or pay by Invoice. If you pay by credit card, you will have access to
the platform immediately. If you pay by invoice, you will have access to the platform as soon as
we generate the invoice (typically within 48 hours). Under permissions, the first two are
required and then hit the yellow “subscribe” button.

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Setting Up Teams

If you have coaches working with particular groups of teachers—grade level teams, subject
teams, or different schools if you have a district or network level account—you’ll want to create
teams. This will allow you to see more easily the progress of particular groups as well as assign
coaches just to the teams they work with. Coaches will have a similar dashboard to the one
above—just for their team.

Step 1: Go to the Team tab on your dashboard:

Step 2: Click the “Add Team” button to add teams. You can have as many teams as users.
However, each teacher/coach can only be a member of one team.

If you decide to add teams after you’ve uploaded all your users, you can.

However, a coach can only be a
coach for one team. If you have a coach working across multiple teams you’ve set up, assign
that person the role of manager.

Step 4: Click the “Invite User” button and the system will send the colleague an invite email to
set up their account.

For simplicity, you only need to enter each colleague’s email, first name, last name, and their
role (manger, coach, teacher). If you have set up teams, enter the team name. If not, leave
blank. Be sure to replace the data in rows 2 and 3 with your team’s info or the upload will

generate an error.

Step 2: After you’ve filled in the spreadsheet, Save As to your computer, renaming it TLAC

Online upload.date.

Step 3: Click Choose File and select the file.
